Abstract; King George III” s letter to Emperor Qianlong, an important document in the Macartney Mission of 1793, commences
the formal Sino-British diplomatic relation and betokens the mode of the dialog between China and the West. The English and Chinese
versions of the letter employ different conceptual operations on the “figure-ground” relation and this difference reflects the conflict
between two discourse powers. The translated Chinese text disrupts the original cognitive mechanism and intends to occupy a vantage
point in the dialog. The translation of the credentials is a defensive and resistant response by the Celestial Empire discourse to the one
of the Sun-Never-Setting Empire.
